Imam and the Yemenl Government ere continuing 4o eppear in the Aden
newspaper "Al Fadhool", end to sey whether it iz still consider=d that the
Aden Govermment should teke setion to discoursge such articles, If =o,
the Poreign Office should be asked to produce examples of recent articles
which they consider would justify such action.

If it is decided that action ought to be talten the Coloniel Officae
will, subject to the approval of the Secretory of State, ask the Governor
of Aden to teke such actlon, firat by a warning, and then, 1f the warning
fails to ochieve the purpose of stopping the publicetlon of objectionablae

artioles, by withdrewing the licence of the paper.
